Planting the Next Generation of Paddock Trees Thanks to Biala Wind
Farm
Over 400 native trees have been distributed to 18 properties in the Gunning region this year, thanks to Gunning
District Landcare and a $20,000 Biala Wind Farm Community Fund grant.

Building on the success of its 2022 project, Gunning District Landcare applied for the community grant to extend
their tree planting initiative. Landholders were offered 1-50 trees per property, with weedmats and guards, and
these were quickly taken up.

Protecting new paddock trees from stock and other animals is the key to success. Part of the grant was used to
purchase rolls of tough steel mesh. A working bee on Saturday 13th May saw participating landholders come
together for a community working bee to cut up the steel, and collect their guards, seedlings and weed mat. It
was a great opportunity for like-minded landholders to meet one another. The Eucalypt seedlings they will plant
were propagated by the Yass Landcare Nursery.
